BGCBN summer programming is in full swing! Staff and members have enjoyed sunny
days, trips to the pool, STEAM activities, family events, and so much more!

This year BGCBN has five summer locations supporting youth throughout our
community. Our Clubhouse location remains the largest, serving 100 youth in grades
1st-5th. Parkside Junior High School and Bloomington Junior High School continue to
serve our junior high members from both Unit 5 and District 87. Teen CLUB,
supporting our high school members, incorporates a Junior Leadership Academy
during the summer, providing extra experience in workforce readiness, career
exploration, and leadership opportunities. Our additional location for summer, STEAM
Camp Elementary, supported District 87 elementary students in the month of June
during STEAM Camp and currently serves elementary members for full day
programming to finish out the summer.

In addition to our ongoing community partnerships, BGCBN has partnered with the
YMCA and the American Red Cross to provide swim lessons for 4th and 5th grade
members during the month of July. Members visit the Y on Mondays and Fridays,
working in small groups with swim instructors and then spending time learning about
water safety in the classroom with Red Cross volunteers. Reliable Pools

supplied our members with goggles, swim caps, and bags to help
enhance this opportunity. The experience has been incredible, and
we have loved watching our members grow and become more
confident in the water. We continue to be thankful for our community
that helps to ensure our youth have opportunities to enrich their
experiences at the Club and in life!
